CHARLOTTE, N.C.—Bank of America will spend $18 
billion on commercial lending and investment banking for 
sustainable projects over the next 10 years, the company 
announced March 6.

Montréal Protocol Reducing Global Warming 
BILTHOVEN, Netherlands—The Montréal 
Protocol was negotiated in 1987 to save the 
ozone layer, but the treaty has yielded a second 
environmental benefit: It has dramatically 
slowed the rate of global warming. A paper on 
the benefits is being published in this week’s 
online edition of the Proceedings of the National 
Academy of Sciences. The lead author says the 
global treaty has “gained about 10 years for 
climate change.” 
 
Study: Using Air Purifiers With Some Household 

Cleaners May Worsen IAQ  
IRVINE, Calif.—Indoor air purifiers that produce even 
small quantities of ozone may make the air dirtier when used 
at the same time as household cleaning products, a 
University of California–Irvine study found. Ozone emitted 
by purifiers reacts in the air with unsaturated volatile organic 
compounds such as limonene—which gives cleaning 
supplies a lemon fragrance—to create additional 
microscopic particles, researchers found.

Western states agreed Monday to work together 
to reduce greenhouse gases, saying their region 
has suffered some of the worst of global 
warming with recent droughts and bad fire 
seasons. The governors of Arizona, California, 
New Mexico, Oregon and Washington agreed to 
develop a regional target to lower greenhouse 
gases and create a program aimed at helping 
businesses reach the still-undecided goals.
